Please put brush and compost out on Sunday 
evenings. Please make sure all brush is of 
manageable lengths and weight to be put through 
the chipper, no longer than 6ft and 2 inches in 
diameter. Cinderblocks, animal waste or byproducts, 
big tree trunks, and huge limbs will not be picked up 
as they are not considered brush or compost.  

As a reminder, the Village provides Village residents 
assistance with SIDEWALK REPLACEMENT.  The 
Village provides the labor, free of charge while the 
homeowner pays for the material costs. The Village 
requires a 50% down payment when they sign the 
contract for work, and the balance is due when the 
work is complete.
